RSFF 2009 Fall Catch and Eat Brings Home the Fish

The last Red Stick Fly Fishers club event of the
year and decade, the fall 2009 Catch and Eat,
was held November 13-15 and turned out to be a
gem. From all sides, the weather, participation,
and catch, things were close to ideal. First off,
the trip timing was good being after some of the
first cold fronts of the fall. So the waters had
cooled off, but the air temperatures edged into
the low 70’s and the winds on Saturday dropped
to almost dead calm on several occasions. We
were off to a good start, but we did note that the
water levels were still somewhat higher than
normal from the late season tropical storm that
passed through the week before.

The central location of the action for the catch
and eat event was Boudreaux’s Condeauxs in
Golden Meadow. But as usual, the fishing
participants scattered out wide and far along LA
Highway 1 from Galliano to Grand Isle and points
in between. The new bridge over Bayou
Lafourche at Leeville is becoming old hat now for
many fishers who have figured out the new
automatic/electronic payment system. It costs
$2.50 for a regular car or truck paid by computer
from home or at a kiosk ahead of time and extra
costs kick in for larger trucks and boat trailers.
So far we have heard of no RSFF member being
ticketed for failure to pay!

The total number of participants at this fall’s
event was over 20 from a random count at the
Saturday night fish fry. Many reported some of
their best catches in a while and that comes from
both boat and kayak fishers. Salt Water Chair
and event coordinator Randy Leonpacher and |
fished our usual waters in the Catfish Lake area
and found some small keeper school trout in the
Lake which was fishable most of Saturday
because of the calm winds. We followed the
“sitting” Laughing Gulls who would fly up every
now and then to chase a white shrimp leaping
from the specks trying to eat them from below.

It is always quite a sight to see such an event
and we have honed it into a fish catching tool.

We sometimes had to resort to our “fish finding”
gear but did catch a lot of our keeper trout on
the trusty fly gear with vosi and white and
chartreuse or yellow clousers. We ended up
putting a nice catch of trout in the box for our
Saturday effort.



Other fishers in the Catfish Lake area
included Tom Lundin and family, Kurt
Loup and brother and Greg Brighac
and Gary Hinds also in their boats.
Kurt was on a maiden voyage with his
new fly fishing friendly boat he hand
tooled, and from what we could see
from out on the water it passed fly
fishing muster!

All reported similar fishing action and

we all shared our past and present
experiences in the lake area to help

everyone catch fish. We do owe a debt

of gratitude to Greg and Gary for

sharing a new fishing area while telling

wild fish stories at the Saturday night

fish fry. Seems they left the lake and smaller
trout for better action in a “new” and nearby
bay, lake and canal area just south of
Plaisance Canal. | had remembered fishing
the area with Catch several years ago but the
area now has opened up considerably and has
a lot more water to fish today. Greg and Gary
reported larger trout and some nice redfish
and their catch proved the point. They also
reported using a vosi and clouser or similar fly
to catch some of their trout, a substantial
number of which, like others, were donated to
the fish fry.

At the fish cleaning table, a variety of
fish were cleaned and donated to the
fish fry including reds, specks, flounder,
drum and sheepshead but it was far
more than needed to feed the masses so
a lot was put away for another day. And
as with tradition, Catch stopped by the
Seafood Shed for us and brought some
jumbo 10-20 count white shrimp to add
to the mix. The Saturday fish fry went
off without a hitch and everyone was
smiling and well fed. Randy and Catch as
chief fry chefs did not miss a beat and
several others including Mark Skinner
and Rodney Ramsey pitched in to help
prepare the potatoes, onions and
eggplant from Randy’s garden. There



were also salads and desserts compliments of the participants. All in all, it was one of our more

successful catch and eats and was a great way to end the year (2009) and decade (2000-2009) and

begin the new one next year (2010 and counting). We will see everyone then and continue the fly
fishing tradition and stories.
